In 2005 Mike Sponza started the project “Kakanic Blues” 
the first Central European blues initiative: a cd and a dvd 
have been released under the name “Central Europe Blues 
Convention” with some of the most outstanding musicians 
of this area and guitar legend Carl Verheyen, as special 
guest.  
The project has been reviewed worldwide with a strong 
interest for the musical results as well as for the cultural, 
social and political background, where musicians find a 
common language and understanding in the blues.  
In 2008 the cd “Kakanic Blues 2.0” is released with the 
partecipation of 25 musicians from Italy, Austria, 
Slovenja, Croatia, Serbja, Hungary, Ireland, Great Britain, 
USA, including as special guests the great Ian Siegal and 
Carl Verheyen.
